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Work has begun on crafting the
FY09 condo budget, with the Board
attempting to hold the line on rou-
tine expenditures while expecting in-
creases in a number of expenses over
which it has little control. The fiscal
year begins October 1.

Arlington County has announced
a 14.5 percent increase in water and
sewer rates, effective May 1. These in-
creases get passed along directly to the
condo association. Water and sewer
costs are the largest single component
of the condo’s operating budget.

This year’s budget contains
$633,000 for water and sewer
expenses, but the bills so far this year

are running significantly over that.
The County’s new rates will result in
an increase of at least $90,000 in the
condo’s costs.

This is the fifth year in a row that
Arlington has increased water and
sewer fees by at least 12 percent.

The water and sewer increases alone
would yield more than a one percent
increase in the condo fee.

Major service contracts are also
expected to contain inflation-related
cost increases that will have to be ac-
commodated in the new budget.

The Board will be looking for places
to realize savings in the operating bud-
get in an effort to offset some of these

built-in costs and
hold down condo
fee increases.

In addition to
increases in rela-
tively fixed costs,

the budget is expected to include a
boost in the contribution to reserves,
in keeping with the Association’s re-
serve plan, which calls for significant
annual increases in reserve contribu-
tions over the next several years.

Reserves are amounts set aside for
future repair and replacement of ma-
jor physical assets, such as roofs, bal-
conies, hallways, parking lots, pools,
and patio fences.

Key infrastructure improvement
projects include the multi-year hall-
way renovation program, which was
launched last year, and a planned bal-
cony reinforcement project that is
expected to begin in 2009.

The budget is also likely to contain
funding to offset a portion of 2006’s
operating deficit, which largely re-
sulted from costs associated with the
record rainfall in June of that year.

Budget Development for FY09 Gets Underway

Along with the recent slump in the housing market
have come some new restrictions on condo mortgage fi-
nancing. Will these rules affect your ability to buy or sell
– or refinance – a North Fairlington property?

The Washington Post has reported recently that some
private mortgage insurers as well as federally chartered
mortgage-finance companies Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac
will require closer scrutiny of condominium associations
and prospective buyers.

For instance, loan officers will be required to look more
closely at a condo’s operating budget and the adequacy
of its reserve accounts before approving new loans. New
Fannie Mae rules require that at least 10 percent of a
condo’s operating budget be reserved for capital expendi-
tures.

North Fairlington’s FY08 budget of $5.86 million in-
cludes a capital repair and replacement reserve contribu-
tion of $1.86 million, well over the 10 percent required
by the Fannie Mae rule. These funds are set aside to cover
long-term capital expenditures such as roof replacement,

Tough New Rules Affect

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Summer Brings Maintenance Work Across Fairlington
Contractors and in-house staff have

a full slate of routine maintenance
activities lined up for the summer.

Exterior Painting
Wards 4 and 6 will be getting new

coats of paint this summer under an
exterior painting program approved
by the Board in May. The Association
repaints two wards each year.

For the third year, the work will be
split between two contractors,
Middledorf Property Services and
Palmer Brothers Painting. Both have
extensive experience in Fairlington.

During the painting, workers will
identify areas of rotten wood (these
will be marked with blue tape). Later
in the summer the Board will consider
a rotten wood replacement contract.
Several years ago the Association
started replacing rotten wood with
PVC, which requires less mainte-
nance.

Total cost for this year’s exterior
painting program is roughly
$145,000.

Gutter Cleaning
The later spring/early summer

gutter cleaning program will get
underway in early June, using

ladders and manlifts. The Board
had previously approved funds for
renting two manlifts.

This is the second year that the
Association has conducted a full-scale
gutter cleaning program in the spring.
Previously the gutters were systemati-
cally cleaned only in the fall.

In addition to the property-wide
cleaning, the maintenance staff rou-
tinely clean selected gutters that have
a history of problems or resident com-
plaints.

The spring gutter cleaning program
is part of a broader set of activities
designed to reduce the risk of water
intrusion in units.

Flat Roof Cleaning
Earlier this spring condo staff sys-

tematically cleaned all of the 91 flat
roof buildings, with most of the work
expected to be completed during
June.

During June the roofing contractor
expects to complete the replacement
of six of the flat roofs. This is the sec-
ond year of a multi-year flat roof re-
placement program. Most of the flat
roofs were replaced 15 years ago and
have now exceeded their life expect-
ancy and warranty.

The new
flat roofs are
non-vegeta-
tive green
roofs, de-
signed to re-
flect heat
back into
the atmo-
s p h e r e .
They also
have a 20-
year life ex-
pectancy.

N i n e
p i t c h e d
roofs are
also sched-
uled for re-
placement
this year. At
the end of
FY08 the
Association

will have replaced 143 (or 40 percent)
of the 350 pitched roofs.

Water Intrusion
Only 30 units reported some form

of water intrusion in the heavy rains
that fell during the middle of May.
This is a significant improvement over
the experience in June 2006, when
almost 300 units reported water in the
units.

Condo staff moved quickly to ad-
dress some of the causes of the flood-
ing and begin cleanup of the units.

Most of the areas where the Asso-
ciation had done major drainage work
reported no serious water problems.
Drainage repairs on the remaining ar-
eas identified by the engineer follow-
ing the 2006 rainstorm will be com-
pleted this summer.

The test site for the new gutter sys-
tem also reported no water intrusion,
suggesting that the system can handle
the volume of water in the May rains
and that the sponge material placed
inside the gutter effectively prevents
the gutter from clogging.

The Board will continue to moni-
tor the pilot site before developing a
more comprehensive plan for gutter
replacement and improvements.

Fairlington Helps
Expand Tree Canopy
In Arlington County

North Fairlington is getting seven
trees from Arlington County through
the Parks, Recreation and Cultural
Resources Department’s annual
Neighborhood Day program.

Fairlington’s trees—red maples—
will generally be planted along the
perimeter of the property in Arling-
ton. Although the trees are smaller
than those normally planted by the
Association’s grounds contractor,
they are expected to thrive in
Fairlington.

The County has established a new
Tree Canopy Fund designed to pro-
vide grants to community groups to
restore some of the tree cover that
Arlington has lost over the years.
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The Recycling Bin

members Jenny Gibson and Claudia Jellett

shared their experiences at a “Starting a Green Team
at Your Condo” seminar sponsored by Arlington
County’s Department of Environmental Services. They
talked about how the committee’s focus has expanded
from recycling to a broader green agenda and shared
the committee’s successes with events like the 2007
recycling symposium and more recent electronics re-
cycling day.

Recycling Aluminum and Steel Cans
Looking for a way to save enough energy to run your

television for three hours? That’s easy – recycle an alu-
minum can.

Rinse out your aluminum beverage and steel food
cans and place them directly into one of Fairlington’s
blue commingled recycling bins (not in a plastic bag).
You do not need to remove the labels from the cans.

Throw out non-recyclable items such as aluminum
foil, pie pans, hangers, or any other type of metal with
your household trash. When in doubt – throw it out.

Buy a Reusable Water Bottle Instead of a
Single-Use Plastic Bottle

Americans spent about $9 billion on bottled water
last year, and we’re adding more than 60 million plas-
tic water bottles to the nation’s landfills every day.

More than 25 percent of bottled water actually
comes from municipal water supplies – the same water
that comes out of your faucet at home. Tap water safety
standards are also far stricter than for bottled water, so
despite marketing claims, bottled water is not
“healthier” than tap.

The Association allows owners to have canvas

Sunbrella awnings professionally installed on top floor
apartment and ground floor townhouse balconies. Own-
ers must sign a maintenance agreement and keep the
framework and housing in working condition. Manage-
ment will monitor compliance.

The awning policy is available in the Residents Hand-
book and on the condo website under “Policies.”

Owners Must File Rental
Agreements with Condo Office

The Board reminds nonresident owners and their ten-
ants that all tenants must comply with the Association’s
rules and regulations. Copies of rental agreements must
be filed with the management office.

To ensure that tenants receive proper notice of their
obligations, the Association’s By-Laws require that leases
contain a provision that the tenant must comply with the
Association’s rules.

No tenant may use the Association’s recreation facili-
ties (such as tennis courts and pools) or be provided with
parking permits unless either the owner or the tenant pro-
vides the office with a lease agreement that contains this
provision.

The Association’s rules are published in the Residents
Handbook, which is given to all new owners. The Hand-
book is also available on the condo’s website.

The management office is not an agent for owners who
lease their units.

Unacceptable Behavior
The staff has a professional duty to provide diligent

and faithful service. We try to manage the expectations
of the residents, board and committees. It is the duty of
the staff to carry out the directive of the Board. Residents,
vendors and the Board are expected to communicate ap-
propriately when visiting or calling the office and to re-
frain from directing vendors. If there is a problem with a
vendor it should be communicated to the Management
Office.

While most residents are pleasant and cooperative, in
recent weeks we have had several residents engage in bla-
tant harassment of staff and vendors in the form of oral
threats, hostile acts and vulgar language. On one occa-
sion a contractor left the job site that day and refused to
complete the work.

There are those occasions where residents come into
the Management Office or demanding immediate action
and the By-Laws, resident handbook or policy resolutions
do not allow the staff to take action or they provide that
the requested action is not an Association responsibility.
The By-Laws, resident handbook and policy resolutions,
which are provided to all residents, are the guides and/or
“laws” that the staff must use to handle requests from resi-
dents and perform daily responsibilities.

Most decisions that are outside these guidelines require
board action as the staff is not authorized to set policy or
to make decisions related to expenditures over a contrac-
tually established limit. Unfortunately, this means that we
cannot always provide an immediate response to residents
that come into the office with a complaint about land-
scaping, maintenance or rules violations.

The staff will advise residents on procedures that are
necessary to address the problem through the proper com-
mittee or to take the issue to the next board meeting.

balcony reinforcement and sewer relining. The
Association’s outside auditor, Jim Ahlberg, recently con-
firmed that North Fairlington is in “good shape” in terms
of funding reserves.

The Post also reports that some private mortgage insur-
ers will no longer write coverage on condos in “declining”
markets, will require more substantial down payments from
prospective buyers, and will reject applications to pur-
chase units in developments with a high percentage of
rental units.

Buyers who can make down payments of 20 percent or
more will not be affected by these restrictions on mort-
gage insurance.

In response to the tougher mortgage restrictions, some
condo associations limit the number of units that can be
occupied by renters. North Fairlington’s By-Laws do not
limit the number of rental units.
